Looking to get involved in my community, I began looking for outlets and stumbled upon the Somerville Commission for Women. I figured change starts at the local level and would love to keep Somerville a strong sanctuary city, and one I, and others, are proud to reside in.


2. I have a strong passion for fighting for women’s equality and helping those in need. Now more than ever I have a fire inside me that wants to create change and fight for what I believe in. I would like our community to be a part of change and fighting for women’s equality and women in the community to live in a safe community. I think this could be a great outlet to help women in our community and give them an outlet to feel welcomed, have hope, and create change. I would love to be on the commission to help make a difference and work towards making women’s issue a larger topic on all agendas.


3. In college I was in a club called Students Advocating Gender Equality (S.A.G.E.) that aimed to spread awareness about gender and providing resources to all identities. We raised thousands of dollars each year for sexual assault victims through productions of the Vagina Monologues. I was heavily involved in advocating for reproductive rights on campus and helping victims of domestic violence and abuse. It was there I found my passion for women’s studies and went on to minor in that field. Since then, I was involved again in the 2014 production of the Vagina Monologues in Somerville, where our ticket sales went directly to Respond Inc. (a domestic violence and advocacy center in Union Square), Girls Leap (self-defense program for high school aged girls) and Amirah (a safe house and recovery home for women who have been sexually exploited). 


In addition, I bring to the table writing skills (B.A. in English, M.A. in public communications), marketing and graphic design skills and website design. At my current job I produce marketing materials and provide social media support. I have about 10 years of graphic design background that I believe would be useful to get the word out about events, etc. In addition, I have planned numerous events including tradeshow company events, galas in conjunction with the Greater Boston Food Bank, and holiday parties for a large Boston hospital. I think this would be a great addition to the commission. 


4. I hope to make a difference in the community that I am proud to live in. I would be happy to help others in need and provide a safe outlet for those in the community. I would hope to network and meet many like minded people and create a track for change.
