I. Meeting Minutes:  February 4, 2021 Meeting Minutes were accepted. 
II. Updates on MWRA Receiving Water Quality Model
MWRA provided the Draft Water Quality Assessment Report to Somerville and requested comments from Somerville by 3/5/21. 
III. City of Somerville’s Sewer and Storm Drain Model
Somerville Model:  Previously, Dewberry focused on the sewersheds in Union Square (C2), Somerville Marginal (S2), and group of smaller separated sewersheds in Alewife Brook (A).  Now Dewberry will be focusing on the sewershed (CA) tributary to the Tannery Brook.  Three meters will be installed in (CA).  Two addition meters will be installed in sewer sheds Tufts University area (S1) and & downstream of Regulator 9 (C1).  A meter is being proposed to be installed on the Tanner Brook drain after all the regulators on Morrissey Boulevard.  Another meter will be installed downstream capturing flow between Tufts and Broadway.  The information will be used to refine and update the model.  There is a manhole with an overflow connection between sewershed (C2) and the Tannery Brook.  Dewberry is developing a conceptual level plan for flood mitigation and sludge water quality for each sewer shed.  The report will include conceptual level plans, hydraulic model, constructability, and water quality for each sewer shed.  The Union Square (C2) final report will be completed by April.  The Somerville Marginal (S2) draft report will be completed in March.  Dewberry is starting the report for the group of smaller separated sewer sheds in Alewife Brook (A).  MWRA requested a presentation on Dewberry’s recommendation on Somerville Marginal and Union Square sewer sheds at the next meeting.
Dewberry has no further investigations on Ten Hills Investigation.  
For CSO control there is interest in moving the stormwater downstream from Somerville Marginal.  The separation of the 30” Mystic Ave. drain, the Ten Hills sewer separation, and Winter Hill sewer separation projects are to be evaluated and conducted in phases.  These areas will be removed from the 72-inch storm drain and redirected away from the Somerville Marginal CSO Facility.
IV. MWRA CSO Abatement Evaluations
E. Casarano stated AECOM has completed the preliminary evaluations on the Somerville Marginal looking at the dry weather flow connection and removing upstream stormwater.  AECOM has incorporate the Ten Hills sub-catchments in the model and updated to include the Rte-93 sub-catchments.  The model was run for the November 2020 metering period, including the Ten Hills meter data.  The model is now matching the meter data.  The model was run for the 2019 calibration period and Typical Year.  The next step is to post process the results, then run the model to assess the impacts of removing the Ten Hills area, Rte-93, and the dry weather connection.  AECOM stated the actual flows from Ten Hills are much less than what was in the model.  MWRA to confirm Somerville received the Ten Hills meter data and rainfall.  Somerville collect meter data on the 72-inch drain a number of years ago.  
There was discuss of the layout of the infrastructure at Ten Hills Rd.  Somerville to field verify storm drains and sewer at Baileys Rd and Ten Hills Rd, including the confirmation of the 15” drain is abandoned.
The Draft Alewife Brook P.S. Optimization Report was submitted to MWRA for comments and final report will be submitted on March 26th.  A final copy of the report will be provided to Somerville.   
V. Somerville and MWRA schedules for annual reports on CSO discharge estimates (April 30)
Somerville will be using the meter results for SOM001A and will provide MWRA with the information in mid-March.  MWRA will be using model results for SOM001A.  MWRA will have SOM007A model results for the first 6 month of year.   
VI. Proposed Meeting on Somerville’s Poplar Street PS/ Union Square Stormwater Conduit
Somerville is trying to coordinate a meeting with MBTA to present the preliminary design of the connection.  Somerville does not expect any changes that will be presented to MWRA.  B. Kubaska requested a presentation to understand the connection into the Cambridge Branch Sewer and if there will be a real time control such that the stormwater system would be used to its full potential prior to flowing into MWRA’s system, not only after an pump station comes online but before too.  A separate meeting will be tentatively scheduled for April.
