Whereas,  the City desires a new park in the neighborhood of Cross Street East, close to the existing Senior Center and Youth Center; and

Whereas, there are three vacant parcels of land at 15-25 Cross Street East, listed on the City Assessor’s Plans as Map 89, Block K, Parcels 14, 15, and 16 (the “Parcels”), which are adjacent to the Senior Center and Youth Center; and

Whereas, said Parcels are the only vacant land in the immediate neighborhood and the site as a whole is suitable in size for a neighborhood park; and

Whereas, the Mayor’s Office of Strategic Planning and Community Development (“OSPCD”) has obtained appraisals of the three Parcels, with a combined fair market value of $630,000; and

Whereas, OSPCD has obtained a reimbursable grant in the amount of $403,200 from the Commonwealth of Massachusetts to be used for the acquisition of the Parcels for a park, with a matching requirement from the City of Somerville in the amount of $226,800 that will be paid for with capital funds from the Assembly Square Stabilization Fund;


It is hereby

ORDERED: that pursuant to G.L. c. 30B, §16, the Board of Aldermen finds that advertising for proposals will not benefit the City and that the Mayor is hereby authorized to acquire 15-25 Cross Street East, Somerville, MA as a sole source acquisition and to execute all documents and take all other actions necessary to carry out such acquisition.
