Requirements specific to your organization

MCC FUNDER REPORT: Accepted June 1, 2014 — final deadline, June 1, 2015

Each grant year, CIP organizations must enter new data into the MA Cultural Data Project and generate an
MCC Funder Report. The Funder Report functions as both a Final Report for the current grant year (FY15) and
an application for funding in the following grant year (FY16).

The last Funder Report we have on record for your organization encompasses FY11-FY13. This year, we
lexpect you to enter your closed-out (audited or approved) FY14 financials, and generate an FY12-FY14
Funder Report. All Data Profiles must have “Review Complete” status.
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Your organization should be able to fully complete the requirement by 9/30/2014, the rolling month
reporting deadline your organization selected to best fit your own fiscal cycle. Your organization must
fully complete the requirement by June 1, 2015 (11:59PM) in order to receive full funding in FY16.
Organizations not compliant after June 1, 2015 will have successive penalties applied to their FY16 grant
amount, up to the suspension of funding.

HOST A SITE VISIT: N/A

Partners are required to host a Site Visit once every four years. Your organization’s last
Site Visit was 7/8/2013, so this requirement does not apply to your organization this
grant year. Your next Site Visit will need to take place during the MCC’s FY17. CIP staff
will be in touch with more information at that time.

PARTICIPATE AS A SITE VISITOR: June 30, 2015

Partners must send senior staff to participate on two Site Visit Teams over the course of
a four-year cycle. Representatives from your organization still need to serve on two
teams before the end of our FY14-FY17 visit cycle in June 2017. | will be in touch to
help you register for teams once FY15 Site Visits have been scheduled. Organizations
that do not fulfill the requirement in FY15 will have other opportunities in the MCC’s
FY16 and FY17.
