



RULE  _____


In the event that this Board shall be required by the City Charter to fill a vacancy in the office of Alderman or Alderman at Large, the following procedure shall be followed:


1. Legal notice shall be given by immediate publication once in a newspaper of local circulation and for not less than two weeks on the City's website’s homepage that the vacancy exists and that a replacement is being sought.


2. Individuals interested in filling the vacancy (hereinafter “Applicants”) shall be requested to contact the City Clerk.  By the close of business of the 14th day following publication in a newspaper of local circulation, applicants shall submit a letter of introduction and current resume when contacting the City Clerk.


3. Applicants who have complied with paragraph 2 above shall be invited to a meeting of the full Board, at which time all applicants will be given an opportunity to address the Board and be questioned by members of the Board.  Such meeting shall be held no later than 30 days after the publication of the legal notice in the newspaper.   After all applicants have been given an opportunity to address the Board, an election shall be conducted.


4. In order to be eligible for election an Applicant must have his or her name placed in nomination by a member of the Board and must receive a second.


5. The voting shall be public with each member of the Board of Aldermen stating the name of the Applicant for whom he or she is voting.


6. The first Applicant to receive six (6) votes shall be elected.


7. If there is more than one Applicant and no Applicant receives six votes on the first ballot, the two individuals who receive the most votes shall move to a second ballot. The other applicants shall be eliminated. In the event that there is a tie for either of the top two spots, any individual in such a tie shall move on to a second ballot.


8. In the event that no Applicant receives six votes after at least five (5) ballots, the Board may place the order on the table and continue with the process at the next regularly scheduled meeting of the Board of Aldermen.
